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A neighbourhood plan is a community-driven process 

where residents work together to develop policies and 

set out proposals for how their local area will change 

and grow in the future. These plans allow communities 

to influence the types and locations of new 

development, such as homes, shops, and offices, and 

to protect local assets like green spaces. Once 

approved through a local referendum, the plan gains 

legal force and guides development within the 

community.

Neighbourhood plan: open comments
Main themes raised in “anything you’d like to say” responses

• Facilities and services: interest in a business hub for remote work; desire for EV 

charging for homes without driveways.

• Community facilities: debate about a second indoor facility (Old School Hall) vs 

maximising and maintaining existing spaces.

• Housing and development: protect village character; concerns about scale; if 

housing increases, respondents raised parking and facilities impacts.

• Village administration and participation: suggestions to reduce 

administrative overhead by combining bodies; encourage greater participation.

• Environment: calls for stronger respect for countryside and better enforcement 

around behaviour (residents and visitors).

Survey aims and methodology
- To capture the number of households in need and type of 
housing required. 

- To understand the type of housing need in the Longstone area 
as a whole and within each parish.

- Households are ‘in need’ if they are currently living in 
unsuitable accommodation and cannot afford to 
rent/buy on the open market.

- Households are only eligible to live in new affordable 
housing if they fulfil the 10-year local connection.

- Households are identified via the survey and DDDC’s housing 
register (Home-Options). 



Key reasons 
for housing 
need

Current home is too big/too small

Need to move to give/receive support.

Older households needing to downsize and potentially move to level 
access accommodation that better supports their medical needs.

Younger people or families wanting to move out of the ‘family home’.



Type of 
housing 
required

Size of properties

- The majority need is for 1 bed and 2 bed accommodation.
- A lesser need for 3 bed accommodation.

Type of property

- Most households would like to live in a bungalow or house
- There maybe some need for level access accommodation

Location preference
- 1) Great Longstone 2) Wardlow 3) adjoining 
parish - some households didn’t want to live in 
the Longstone area

Tenure of housing

- Affordable rent was the most popular. 
- Some households were interested in affordable 
homeownership or private renting.
- A few households are interested in open market 
housing.

If correct this means that the 
number of under the age of 10 has 
fallen by 21% in the past 5 years and 
45% since 2011.

The change in numbers for all young 
people under the age of 20 are 
decreases of 26% over the past 5 
years and 34% since 2011.

These figures might change again as 
the list of people under 20 in the 
village is further refined.
